﻿CATS ON THE LAKE
BOAT RENTAL POLICY & LIABILITY WAIVER
In consideration of the terms and conditions herein, Cats on the Lake, LLC, a North Carolina limited liability company, (herein after referred to as the LESSOR) agrees to lease to the undersigned (herein after referred to as the LESSEE) the craft and equipment described herein. THE LESSEE CERTIFIES THAT HE/SHE WILL OPERATE THE CRAFT IN ACCORDANCE WITH ALL SAFETY RULES AND REGULATIONS AS POSTED ON THE DOCK, ON THE LAKE, OR ON THE CRAFT, AND FURTHER CERTIFIES THAT HE/SHE HAS THE ABILITY TO READ AND UNDERSTAND SAID RULES AND REGULATIONS.
LESSEE AGREES TO REPORT ANY ACCIDENT, MALFUNCTION OR BREAKDOWN OF RENTAL CRAFT TO LESSOR IMMEDIATELY IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE MALFUNCTION/BREAKDOWN CLAUSE WHICH FOLLOWS. This certifies that:
LESSEE is experienced and capable in all aspects of the handling and operation of the craft being rented. LESSEE agrees that each craft will not be occupied by more than two (2) people.
LESSEE is aware that the lake has NO WAKE areas and is responsible for any damaged caused by wake caused by the craft from the time LESSEE leaves the dock until the craft is returned to the dock (the “Rental Period”).
LESSEE will not remove the craft from Lake Chatuge. LESSEE authorizes and allows LESSOR to charge the credit card used for the security deposit for any damages or loss of equipment as further described below. Boat rental price does not include sales tax. Boat must be refueled at MARGARITA JACK’S MARINA. The LESSEE acknowledges he/she will carefully examined the craft and agree that it is suitable for the purpose for which it is leased prior to leaving the dock. 
LESSEE will maintain both craft and equipment in a safe, dependable condition while he/she has custody. 
LESSEE agrees not to use, nor permit the use: (a) of the rental craft for any unlawful purpose; (b) of the rental craft in a careless or negligent manner; (c) of the rental craft while under the influence of liquor, narcotics, or any other drugs; (d) by any other person not the signatory of the agreement, or not equally qualified; (e) of the rental craft after dark. 
LESSEE acknowledges his/her responsibility for the safe and proper operation of the craft; and for the safety and welfare of other boaters, persons, and passengers. 
It is AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD BY LESSEE that the LESSOR shall not be held liable for damages, inconvenience or time lost caused by accident, breakdown or malfunction of the rental craft. LESSEE FUTHER AGREES to indemnify and hold harmless the LESSOR and its agents, affiliates and personnel from, and against any and all claims for loss of or damage to property or injury to persons (including death) resulting through the use, operation or possession of said rental craft. LESSEE further agrees to hold the LESSOR harmless should loss or damages occur to any LESSEE’S personal property while carried in, or on, the rental craft, including loss or damage by fire, water, theft or any other causes whatsoever. LESSEE expressly agrees to indemnify and hold LESSOR and its agents, affiliates and personnel, harmless of, from and against any and all loss, cost, damages, attorney fee and/or liability in connection with the enforcing of the forgoing rental contract by LESSOR, including expense incurred in connection with attempting to collect delinquent rent and in the event of suit by LESSOR, to recover possession of said rental property and/or to enforce any terms, conditions and/or provisions hereof. It is understood and agreed that Venue and any action hereunder shall be in the county of LESSOR. In the event of malfunction, breakdown, or if any defect is discovered after acceptance of the rental craft the LESSEE will immediately report it to LESSOR. Continued use of it shall be entirely at the LESSEE’S risk and thus LESSEE assumes all liability of injury and damage to all persons and property that may become involved by its continued use. LESSOR’S ability to provide a rental craft, if reserved, is contingent upon and subject to the return of the unit by the previous lessee, which is beyond LESSOR’S control. LESSOR reserves the right to cancel this rental agreement due to inclement or impending bad weather. The rules and regulations contained herein and as posted on the dock, on the craft and /or the grounds by the LESSOR are for the safety and welfare of all who use the facilities. The LESSEE certifies that he/she will read and understand said rules and regulations prior to leaving the dock and further assumes the responsibility that his/her family and or guest(s) will obey the rules. Should any term or condition of Rental Agreement be held void or unenforceable, then that term shall be deemed severed from this Agreement and the unenforceable, then that term shall be deemed severed from this Agreement and the enforceability and the remainder shall not be affected and will remain in full force and effect. THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THIS CONTRACT CONTAINS THE ENTIRE UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN LESSEE AND LESSOR AND NO OTHER REPRESENTATION OR INDUCEMENT, ORAL OR WRITTEN, HAS BEEN MADE WHICH IS NOT INCLUDED IN THIS RENTAL AGREEMENT. LESSEE HAS READ ALL PAGES OF THE AGREEMENT AND FULLY UNDERSTANDS THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS AS SET FORTH ON BOTH SIDES; THAT LESSOR ACKNOWLEDGES RECEIPT OF A COPY OF THIS AGREEMENT. 
LESSEE acknowledges and accepts all of the following additional terms and conditions.

Rental Age: Must be twenty-five (25) years of age to rent or operate any of our boats. All participants eighteen (18) years of age or older must sign the participant’s waiver. A responsible adult must sign the participant’s waiver for any participants below the age of eighteen (18).
Cancellation Policy: Cancellations made seventy-two (72) hours or more from reservation date are subject to a full refund. Cancellations made less than seventy-two (72) hours from reservation date will forfeit the entire reservation.
Weather Policy: LESSOR reserves the right to cancel any reservation due to dangerous weather conditions. In the case of cancellation of a reservation by LESSOR due to dangerous weather, a full refund will be given. Future weather forecast, slight drizzle, and cloudy weather are not justifications for the waiving of our cancellation policy. Refunds will not be issued for inclement weather once the vessel has departed for rental.
Fuel: Each vessel will be fully fueled at the time of rental and the cost of one full tank of fuel is included in the cost of the rental. At the conclusion of the rental period, LESSEE is responsible for bringing the vessel to the fuel dock at the marina for the tank to be refilled before returning to the dock. The cost of refilling the fuel tank at the end of the rental will be borne by LESSOR.
Late Fee: Each watercraft returned late may be charged a $50 per 15 minutes late fee. Other renters may be renting the craft behind you so please be courteous to your fellow renters. 
Damage Deposit: A $500 damage deposit per watercraft rented will be pre-authorized on LESSEE’S credit card on file prior to craft possession. The damage deposit shall be retained by LESSOR as partial compensation for failing to return said rental craft in as good condition, ordinary wear and tear excluded, as when received; for reimbursement of articles damaged, missing or broken. Damage costs will be charged against pre-authorization. If damage occurs, the pre-authorized damage deposit will be taken and LESSOR will take the craft to be assessed by a repair shop of LESSOR’S choosing for remaining repairs required to get watercraft back to the condition it was prior to rental. If required repairs cost more that the deposit, LESSEE’S credit card on file will be charged the remaining amount plus associated costs (including but not limited to transportation fees, parts, labor, and lost revenue). IF YOU DAMAGE THE PROPELLER THERE IS A $200.00 CHARGE. A lost revenue fee of $400 per day will be charged to renter for each day the damaged craft is not able to be rented due to damages incurred.
Rental Vessel: LESSEE will be renting a Craig Cat powered catamaran. LESSOR does not guarantee a specific rented vessel. Pictures on the website are a depiction of the type of watercraft available to rent and not necessarily the specific make or model. Cats on the Lake will make every effort to make sure non-essential equipment is working on your rental craft, but does not guarantee it. Non-essential equipment may include radios, depth finders, gas gauges, trim gauges, all equipment that is not essential to the basic operation of the craft. Non-functioning non-essential equipment will not result in a reduction or discount of rental charges or replacement vessel. We reserve the right to substitute rented craft in the event of craft break down with a comparable model if available.
